Benedict Cassen Prize—This prize honors
Benedict Cassen, whose invention of the recti-
linear radioisotope scanner—the first instru-
ment capable of making an image of a body
organ in a patient—was seminal to the devel-
opment of clinical nuclear medicine. The prize
is intended to recognize a significant achieve-
ment in nuclear medicine and is to be awarded
to a living scientist or physician-scientist but
may be increased in exceptional circumstances
if the prize is shared by more than one individ-
ual. The prize will be awarded at the Annual
Meeting of the SNM, during which the recipi-
ent may present a featured lecture. A panel of
distinguished national and international scien-
tists and/or physician-scientists will assist in
selecting the individual. Nomination deadline:

Student Fellowships—These grants are
designed to stimulate interest among stu-
dents in the United States and Canada. These
awards provide an opportunity to spend elec-
tive quarters and/or summers working with
experts in the field. Maximum grant is $3000
for 3 months.

Tetalman Award—Established by the fam-
ily and friends of Marc Tetalman, MD, this
fund provides an annual award of $2500 to
one investigator (36 years old or younger or
within 7 years of award of degree [MD or
PhD]) in nuclear medicine for his or her
accomplishments.
