PANELS

The objective of the evaluation
panels is to critically review in open
forum and discussion the value of
isotope tests and procedures in the
light of the over-all development of
diagnostic methods in medicine to
day. The panels are designed to
critically assess the current state of
the art, emphasizing the role of ra
dioisotopic procedures and their re
lation to other diagnostic modalities

and clinical findings. Each panel member will discuss
the value and limitations of radioisotopic methods in
relation to his specific areas of interest. In addition, the
sessions should stimulate vigorous discussions on the
optimal approach to diagnosis of specific symptom
complexes. Technical discussions will be limited to a
presentation of the best method for any given pro
cedure ; if controversial, however, the technical ap
proach will be elaborated upon. Each participant will
present a 5-mm resume on the aspects of using these
radioisotopes in patient care. This will be followed by
a 1-hr discussion with questions and answers from the
audience and each panel participant will be allotted
3â€”5mm to summarize.
